Subject: Regarding the Implementation of Ministerial Resolution No. (375) of 2025 Concerning
the Increase of School Fees for the Academic Year 2026/2027

Dear Respected Administrations of Private Schools Following the Indian System,
Greetings,

With reference to Ministerial Resolution No. (375) of 2025 concerning the increase of school
fees for schools following the Indian system, kindly note the necessity of implementing and
complying with the provisions, regulations, and conditions stated in the above-mentioned
resolution, in accordance with the approved tuition fees for each school.

Accordingly, the approved increase shall be applied at a rate of 15% for schools whose tuition
fees range from KD 300 to KD 500, and at a rate of 10% for schools whose tuition fees start
from KD 501 and above, provided that the increase is applied only once in accordance with the
resolution and without exceeding the approved percentages or amounts.

We also emphasize the necessity of implementing all articles and provisions of the ministerial
resolution, particularly with regard to refraining from collecting any additional fees or amounts
other than the approved tuition fees under any designation.

Furthermore, schools must adhere to collecting tuition fees in three equal installments according
to the dates specified in the resolution, without modifying the number, value, or due dates of the
installments. In addition, no student may be denied educational services, access to examinations,
or academic results due to non-payment of fees during the academic year.

We would also like to inform you that the new fee schedules are attached to this circular. Kindly
act accordingly and ensure that parents are clearly informed of them by displaying the schedules
in a prominent place within the school or publishing them through the school’s official websites,
in fulfillment of the disclosure and transparency requirements stated in the ministerial resolution.

Therefore, all private schools following the Indian educational system are requested to
implement the aforementioned ministerial resolution in all its articles and provisions and to
comply with the contents of this circular in order to avoid any violations of the applicable rules
and regulations.
